1. Skin Structure, Ageing and Vitamin A

As we get older our skin begins to show the outward signs of ageing with more wrinkles
and sagging. There are numerous factors at work, including gravity, sun damage (photo
ageing) and even the way we use our facial muscles. What is it about the structure and chemical
composition of the skin that is transformed with age and do skin care products really work?

The skin has 2 main layers -the outer epidermis which sits on top of dermis. Under the
dermis is a layer of subcutaneous ("under the skin") fat. The epidermis is made up of several
layers, the deepest being the basal cell layer where cells continually divide to produce new
skin cells. The number of cells in the epidermis decreases by around 10 per cent per decade
and they divide more slowly. Consequently, the epidermal layer can't repair itself so quickly,

and becomes thinner with age. By the time a person reaches 70 their skin can look thin and
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fragile.

The dermis contains collagen and elastin fibers, proteins that provide strength and
flexibility. Collagen is made up of 3 protein strands wound together in a triple helix, giving it
great tensile strength. Elastin is an elastic protein that allows the skin to go back to its original
position after stretching or contracting. It is formed mostly of the amino acids alanine, glycine,
valine and proline. The amino acid chains are cross-linked by another amino acid, lysine. As
we get older elastin fibres degrade and the skin loses its elasticity, and the dermis also produces
collagen. These changes, along with the loss of subcutaneous fat, result in wrinkles.

The effect of vitamin A (retinol) on the skin was found by chance around 30 years ago.
Scientists working on formulations containing vitamin A to treat acne noticed that patients'
skin showed signs of fewer wrinkles, better colour and a youthful glow. Vitamin A also
promotes the synthesis of the skin proteins collagen and elastin by inhibiting the production
of collagenase and elastase -the enzymes that destroy such fibres.

There are many chemical forms of vitamin A. The most efficient in skin productsis the
acidic form -all-trans-retinoic acid (Tretinoin) -which is the only anti-ageing active ingredient
approved by the US Food and Drug Administration, but specifically for use in prescription
skin creams for acne. This is because Tretinoin has a strong effect on deep skin layers and
could show a range of adverse effects, so it is classified as a drug, rather than cosmetic active.
Since all-trance-retinoic acid can't be used in commercial anti-ageing products, the second best
thing is the alcohol form of vitamin A -retinol. It is less efficacious, but visibly rejuvenates the
skin. However, retinol is unstable, and would change its structure and efficacy in the
product, so chemists had to come up with alternatives to produce similar effects. By chemically
modifying retinol they produced the stable ester, retinyl palmitate. This ester penetrates the
skin, where enzymes break it down into the active retinol.

Chemists have also used the technique of microencapsulation to stabilise and protect
the vitamin. This involves packing the unstable active ingredients inside a small shell (between
I um and 0.1 mm diameter), made up of various polymers. Vitamin A is the only active
ingredient that has been proven to reverse the signs of ageing. However, if you stop using it

everything goes back to the way it was before".
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2. Islamic Epistemologically Integrated Materials

The term Islamic epistemologically integrated materials refers to the integration of
revealed and acquired knowledge based on Islamic epistemology. Epistemology, the science
of knowledge (‘ilm al-‘ilm), is the study of the origin, nature, and methods of knowledge
designed to enable one to attain certainty (yaqin). 20 Epistemology informs us “how we know
the things that we know,” for it tells about the sources of knowledge and the certainty of their
authenticity. Islamic epistemology is based on revelation as the source and the tawhidic (unity
of God) paradigm as the goal. 21 Hence, the personal knowledge acquired through interaction
with the environment and God’s creatures must be consistent with revealed knowledge.

This epistemological integration was discussed in the literature, but was not connected
to the teachers’ role in bringing it about. It is noteworthy that the process of epistemological
integration keeps silent about Islamic religious/revealed knowledge (IRK), because IRK is not
detached from the Islamic worldview or epistemic belief. Therefore, al-Attas and al-Faruqi
called the process of integrating this paradigm into acquired/secular knowledge as
“Islamization of modern or contemporary knowledge.” Some scholars remarked that
integrating tawhid within the scope of curriculum development which will ultimately resolve
the Muslims’ problems and crisis of the Muslims, others emphasized textbook writing and
teaching, and still others focused on developing scholarship and am institutional ethos and
practice.

According to Hashim (1999), epistemological integration is any knowledge that is
compatible with Islam’s beliefs and values and that helps one understand the true nature of
‘abd (slave) and khalifah (vicegerent) of God. She mentioned that teachers are expected to
teach their students those moral values and character that will help them achieve the status of
khalifah and to teach adult students Islamic philosophy.

Al-Alwani (1989) has adopted an easy approach to integrating knowledge: Take the best
from the western and secular knowledge in light of revealed knowledge. Thus this eclectic

model is not epistemologically integrated knowledge, but rather a process of selecting or
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employing different elements from a variety of sources, systems, or styles, and then combining
all of them to produce new learning material. Some have said that this particular model is a
subset approach under the processes of Islamization and integration that can heal the non-
balanced educational approach between revealed-based (religious) and acquired-based
(secular) education. The process maintained in the eclectic model indicates that it cannot be
considered an epistemological type of integration.

Unlike others, Baba (2000) refers to this epistemological integration visa-vis learning
materials as integrating the meaning and understanding of an event or phenomenon in the light
of revealed knowledge. He further elaborated that when acquired knowledge simply explains
the “what factors or aspects” of an event or phenomenon, it remains disconnected to the
event’strue nature. In order to connect knowledge of events with revealed knowledge, the
“why aspects or factors” of events or phenomenon must be integrated with the knowing of
“what aspects.” This is how both types of knowledge are ultimately integrated. Based on this
viewpoint, QMIKE proposes two things: the textbook as well as the necessity for teachers to
understand the “why factors” in the light of revealed knowledge. For example, science explains
what water 1s, whereas the Qur’an mentions why it is significant for the creation. As QMIKE
is teacher-centered, it emphasizes the teacher’s role in integrating both types of knowledge,
because stand-alone learning materials or textbook are not suitable. However, the type of
[slamic epistemological integration poposed by QMIKE is not possible without the teachers’
active participation. This study also posited that without their participation in this endeavor,
the students would be unable to achieve a clear understanding of the Islamic worldview and
personality. Even the concept of integrating acquired and revealed knowledge was unclear to
the students, teachers, and lectures. In sum, learning materials and their content must be
integrated via Islamic epistemology so that both learners and teachers can realize God’s unity,

which is the goal of Islamic epistemologically integrated content.
